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5 "And when you pray, you must not be like
the hypocrites. For they love to stand and pray
in the synagogues and at the street corners,
that they may be seen by others. Truly, | say to
you, they have received their reward.

6 But when you pray, go into your room and
shut the door and pray to your Father who is
in secret. And your Father who sees in secret
will reward you.

7 "And when you pray, do not heap up empty
phrases as the Gentiles do, for they think that
they will be heard for their many words.

8 Do not be like them, for your Father knows
what you need before you ask him. (Mat 6:5-8
ESV)

“This then is a speciall clause to be marked,
that men must praye in knowledge, not in
ignorance. Here weigh the case of poore
ignorant people: they talke muche of prayling
for themselues & others, they imagine that
they pray verie deluoutlie to God, but alas,
they doe nothing les: because they knowe not
what to ask acording to Gods will. They
therefore must learne Gods worde, and pray
according to the same; else it will prooue in
the end, that all their praying was nothing but
as mocking and flat

dishonoring of God.”
